1. How do you define “the gospel?” How has your understanding of “the gospel” changed throughout your spiritual journey?


2. Jesus constantly talked about how the Kingdom of God is here and now. Read the following Scriptures: Matthew 3:2, Matthew 4:17, Mark 1:15, Luke 10:9, and Luke 17:21. Do you agree that the Kingdom of God is both here and now as well as for all eternity?

 
3. Reflect on the idea that you, too, have a kingdom. What would it mean for you to surrender your kingdom to God’s and partner with Him each day?


4. Someday, there will be a complete “renewal of all things” (Matt 19:28), “a restoration of everything” (Acts 3:21) and “a reconciliation of all things” (Col. 1:20). Have you ever thought of the gospel as an invitation to join a reconciliation of the entire created universe to its Creator? How does that change the way you talk about it with others?


5. When asked how he understands the gospel, Dallas Willard said, “Two words: trust Jesus. Trust Him for everything, not just what happens when I die. Trusting Jesus and becoming his disciple is the same thing. I like the word ‘apprentice’ because it means I’m with Jesus learning to do what he did. When you look at the first disciples, that’s what they were doing. They watched Jesus and listened to him, and then he said, “Now you do it.”

Does your understanding of the gospel include becoming Jesus’ disciple and living life as he would live in your place?
